Alaska Native Tribal Health Consortium (ANTHC) Department of Environmental Health and Engineering (DEHE) awards paid summer internships starting May 14, 2012 to August 17, 2012 to approximately ten undergraduate college students with preference to Alaska Native or American Indian students.  DEHE provides interns the opportunity to work with our engineering and environmental health staff on current projects in both the office and in the field.  

WHAT IS THE DEHE INTERNSHIP PROGRAM?

DEHE provides undergraduate and graduate students the opportunity to gain work experience in the engineering field through participation in a paid summer internship.

Eligibility 

Eligible applicants are students that will have sophomore, junior or senior level standing in an engineering, or sanitary science program, or other applicable field, accredited by an appropriate accrediting body.
DEHE gives preference to Alaska Native or American Indian students that meet the above criteria.  Documentation of federally recognized tribal enrollment is required; Tribal I.D. card or a copy of a Certificate of Indian Blood (CIB) from the Bureau of Indian Affairs.

selection  PROCESS 

Completed applications must be postmarked by Friday, December 31, 2011 and sent to the Alaska Native Tribal Health Consortium, Division of Environmental Health and Engineering, 1901 Bragaw Street, Suite 200, Anchorage, Alaska 99508 - 3440.  Attention: Ed Lohr, Director TUS. 

DEHE’s Intern Committee will review the applications for completeness and administer the evaluation process.  The Education Committee will conduct a final review and make an official selection of applicants.  The following will be considered in the selection process: personal statement, letters of recommendation, grades and academic merit, presentation of application packet, and involvement in the community. 

Selection notification will be completed by February 17, 2012, and the internship will begin on Monday, May 14, 2012.
