Weatherization is NOT the door 
and window shop!

ÅSingle Pane to Triple Pane - approx 
10 year payback

ÅDouble pane to Triple Pane -
Approximately 25 year payback

ÅAirseal home - 1 to 3 year payback

Å Insulate uninsulated area - 2 to 7 
year payback

ÅC&T heater - 2 to 5 year payback
